We have been sup-
portive of each other over that 
time, and as technology has 
improved our communications 
capability has made our part-
nership even more effective. 
Bill has been studying Spanish 
for the last several years and 
has become very proficient. We 
have learned to rely on him 
more and more for both his lan-
guage skills and his logistical 
gifts. 
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Mission in Nicaragua 

We landed after dark on March 
4. The folks from western Ken-
tucky made different travel ar-
rangements and arrived half an 
hour after we did. We did all the 
airport stuff and met our ride to 
the Casa San Juan where we 
have stayed at from time to time,  

The next morning, by about 9:00 
am we knew we had arrived for 
sure. That’s because it was hot! 
Like in the 90’s hot; and that 
sunshine was just roaring down 
on us. After the winter we’d had 
back here, it was a very welcome 
feeling. Thus far the group had 
meshed well. Of course Ed Ram-
sey, Mark Lee, Bill and I had 
been there multiple times and 
we know what to expect from 
each other (and we keep coming 
back anyway-- go figure.) but 
there were also three women 
who were there for the first time.

            CChhrroonniicclleess        
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It has been exciting to see the growth and 
range of the partnership. Four churches were 
represented among the seven of us who went 
this year. There were no particular plans for 
that sort of growth to happen, it just did. The 
really good part of the whole trip was that 
upon returning to the US, all of the members 
of our delegation were excited about the 
work we had done, the things we had 
learned, and we had embraced the spiritual-
ity of Christians in a very poor country. One 
more hug and I was about ready to stay 
there! Such was the nature of their welcom-
ing and their hospitality. 

We had more money in our possession than 
ever before, totaling nearly $4500.00, with 
about a third coming from Lakeside, First 
Christian, and us. While the idea of mission 
that I carry with me is to “find a need and fill 
it,” we all didn’t want there to be any doubt 
in your minds that we had been responsible 
with your gifts. So the first place we went to 
give money away was Los Quinchos Barilete, 
in Managua. This is a street ministry com-
mitted to saving abandoned children and 
runaways from life on some of the meanest 
streets in the world. We also paid for the 
sewing supplies and materials as well as for 
some Christian Education initiatives in Rio 
San Juan under the supervision of our Naza-
rene pastor friend, Rev. Santos Galindo. 

We spent four days with our partners in Rio 
San Juan. We worshiped with them, ate with 
them, and met with them for the purpose of 
looking at the future of the partnership and 
making certain that we were having similar 
thoughts about it. We agreed to keep things 
the same, at least for the next year.  

Because we had some “rookies” along with 
us, we made a point to visit the bird sanctu-

ary as well as two of the islands in the Solen-
tiname archipelago in the southern part of 
Lake Nicaragua with our partners, about an 
hour from San Carlos.  

Finally we spent two full days, along with 
travel time to and fro, San Juan del Sur. It is 
a friendly little town on the Pacific coast of 
Nicaragua and through the Bowens who own 
property there we met John Thompson who 
shepherds two non-governmental organiza-
tions there; both are youth oriented and we 
gave him between five and six hundred dol-
lars to assist in his efforts. 

Returning to Managua we stopped enroute 
for a photo opportunity across from Omotepe 
(an island containing two volcanoes) and the 
“Turista Mercado” (tourist marketplace) in 
Masaya where we purchased gifts and souve-
nirs. 

Arriving in Managua we checked in at the 
hotel across from the airport and the follow-
ing day made a visit to a different Los Quin-
chos facility. Saturday night we turned in 
early anticipating the long day traveling 
Sunday.  

We were blessed with “traveling mercies” 
and all expressed the desire to return in 
2011.  

You know, I have led or participated in dele-
gations composed of people as young as four-
teen and as old at late seventies. If you are in 
reasonably good health and don’t mind 
roughing it (a little) and can come up with 
around $1,600.00 (includes airfare, lodging, 
food, and in-country travel costs) between 
now and our next delegation which will 
probably be in February, 2011, let Bill  
Lindsay or me know. We’d love to have you 
go with us.

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This article is usually devoted to the 
work of the mission committee and has 
as its central focus mission. 

This month the approach will be a little 
different. The Mission Umbrella Group 
has the responsibility for Evangelism 
also. Now don’t quit reading because I 
mentioned the “E” word. Evangelism is a 
process that is necessary in order for a 
Church to grow. Too often it has been 
given a bad name because of the action 
of those involved in evangelism, but it 
doesn’t have to be that way. A Church 
needs to attract new members if it  
expects to continue its Mission and  
Ministry into the future. That is a  
statement of fact. 

Our denomination has been losing  
membership for a number of years. 
There are many reasons for its loss.  In 
my opinion, one of those reasons is that 
we, Presbyterians, are shy about asking 
someone to join us in worship. When we 
talk about evangelism, the argument is 
immediately offered that we shouldn’t 
just be interested in numbers. But the 
fact of the matter is, the thing that we 
should be most interested in and most 
concerned about are those people who 
are un-churched and have excluded Je-
sus from their lives. Jesus talked about 
the lost sheep. He told of the shepherd 
who left the ninety-nine sheep and went 
to look for that lost sheep. All people who 
are outside the Church are the lost sheep 
and they are the ones we should be look-

ing for. We need first to look at our own 
lives. Is the Church important?  Do we 
find a need for it in our lives? Are we 
concerned because a member of our 
family is not going to Church? Are we 
concerned because a close friend isn’t 
going to Church? Or does it really  
matter? 

I have a real concern today for the lack 
of morality in our society. I really  
believe that it is due in part because 
many of us do not find a place for Christ 
in our lives. The place that we will learn 
that Christ is the Church. 

 The Mission umbrella is setting a goal 
this year to begin bringing people back 
to Church. We can begin by inviting 
those people who are members but who 
do not attend. We are not going to start 
by setting a lofty goal of twenty or 
thirty people, but were going to begin by 
setting a goal to bring people back be-
cause we genuinely care for them and 
miss them from our flock. We are look-
ing for people to serve on the committee 
for this project. If you would like to be a 
part of this effort, please let me know. 
We will be having a meeting very soon. 
We need ideas and  a willingness to 
make a difference to bring our church 
alive.  That  is what Christ calls us to 
do.

The Ghost Writer 
Rated PG-13. 
This first rate thriller is mostly set on 
the rain-swept Martha’s Vineyard 
where the former Prime Minister of 
England Adam Lang (Pierce Bros-
nan) has sought refuge so that he and 
his newly hired ghost writer (Ewan 
McGregor plays the unnamed person) 
can complete the memoirs for which 
he has been paid ten million dollars. 
He is the second ghost writer, the 
first having washed up dead on the 
shore. Lang is married to the strong-
willed Ruth, who knows about his af-
fair with his personal assistant Ame-
lia. Then Lang is accused by his for-
mer Foreign Minister of being in-
volved in the kidnapping and torture 
of terrorist suspects, and the world 
media descends on the island. Also 
the curious Ghost starts uncovering 
secrets that Lang would like to keep 
covered up, including one that even 
he does not know. With quite a jolt-
ing ending, this is a film that conspir-
acy plot lovers will relish, especially 
because it relates so to recent Anglo-
American politics. 

The Green Zone 
Rated R. Job 13:4; Proverbs 12:19, 22 

This conspiracy tale is more relevant 
than most “they’re taking over the 
world” thrillers. Matt Damon, in a 
far more realistic role than the Ja-
son Bourne films, is a soldier seek-
ing to find in Iraq the WMDs that 
were the reason given for invading 
the country. After he arrives at a 
site and finds nothing on several oc-
casions, he begins to question the 
source of the government’s informa-
tion. This soon lands him in trouble 
with his superiors, although a CIA 
agent who also doubts that there 
were WMDs teams up with him. The 
action is almost non-stop, and the 
ending will leave you wondering. 

Remember Me 
Rated PG-13. Ecclesiastes 2:16-17  

In the year 2001 a young man, quot-
ing Gandhi, wonders if his 
“insignificant life” makes any differ-
ence. His involvement with a girl 
takes a stormy course. Both are 
hurting—she from being present

years earlier when her mother was 
shot down on a subway platform, so 
that now she cannot bring herself to 
ride one. He is still grieving over the 
death of a brother—and both have 
troubled relationships with their fa-
thers. The significance of the title 
you will learn only at the end of the 
film, and also how one “insignificant 
life” can indeed impact others for the 
good.

Rated PG-13. 2 Corinthians 3:2-3. 

Tyler, a young boy with cancer and 
Brady, an alcoholic mailman, could 
be a study in contrasts. One is young 
and naively trusting, the other is 
hurt and despairing. Tyler possesses 
a strong faith in God despite his pos-
sible impending death. The older 
man, cut off from a son by his di-
vorce and his drinking, sees nothing 
in which he can believe. The two are 
brought together when the naïve 
child’s letters that he mails to God 
wind up in the Post Office’s Dead 
Letter Department, and then wind 
up through a series of events in 
Brady’s hands. A good family film in 

which the filmmakers who pro-
duced Fireproof and Facing the Gi-
ants make no bones about their 
Christian agenda. In other words 
there is considerable talk among 
the characters about God and 
Christ. Opens wide in Cincinnati on 
April 8. 

The Bounty Hunter 
Rated PG-13 

Even such likeable stars as Jennifer 
Aniston and Milo Gerard Butler 
cannot do much to save this trite 
story about a divorced couple forced 
together when he, the bounty 
hunter of the title, arrests his ex-
wife and sets out to take her to jail. 
She is a journalist who skips out on 
a court hearing to run down a hot 
tip on a story, so her ex is delighted 
to be assigned to go after her. (Since 
when does even a wasteful system 
go to the expense of tracking down 
someone for such a minor crime? 
Better, since when has Hollywood 
become so desperate as to spend so 
much money on a film that is better 
suited for the Life Time cable?

The regular meet-
ing of the Session of Community of Faith 
Presbyterian Church was called to order  
on    February 11, 2010 by The Rev. Donald 
H. Smith, Jr.  Rev. opened the meeting 
with prayer. 

MINUTES:  The minutes for a special con-
gregational meeting held on January 3, 
2010, the regular Session meeting held on 
January 14, 2010, and the annual congre-
gational meeting held on January 31, 2010, 
were approved as submitted. 

CLERK OF SESSION REPORT:  

Communion:  The Sacrament of the 
Lord’s Supper was celebrated on Sunday, 
February 7, 2010, at the morning worship 
service.  The Rev. Donald H. Smith, Jr. and 
Dr. Ed McNulty presided. Officer Training 
for elders and deacons took place at the 
church on Saturday, January 16, 2010, 
from 9:00 A.M. to noon. 

The following officers were ordained and/or 
installed on Sunday, January 31, 2010, at 
the morning worship service:  Elders – 
Roger Bell and Jo Shade (both previously 
ordained) and Deacons – Karen Day (K.C.) 
Clarke (ordained and installed), Faye 
Massey (previously ordained) and Howard 
Storey (previously ordained). 

The clerk recommended that the Session 
plan over the course of the year the follow-
ing actions:  hold a joint business meeting 

with the Deacons, review Deacons’ records, 
review Trustees’ records, and review the 
adequacy of the church’s insurance. 

ACTION:  On recommendation of the 
clerk, the Session approved the Session’s 
Annual Statistical Report which will be 
submitted to the presbytery. 

Since the number of active elders has been 
reduced to nine (9), the Session considered 
an adjustment in its quorum.   

ACTION:  A motion prevailed to set the 
quorum at four (4) elders plus the pastor 
for the year 2010. 

PASTOR’S REPORT: Rev. Smith pre-
sented a written report detailing his minis-
try on behalf of COF during the past 
month.  He then introduced Kevin Ken-
nedy, Executive Director of Mentoring 
Plus, who presented a video describing the 
organization’s program.  People and or-
ganizations can help Mentoring Plus by 
lifting up the organization and the young 
people it serves in prayer, by volunteering 
as life coaches, and by giving financial sup-
port.  It was suggested that Mr. Kennedy 
might be invited to a church dinner to 
make a presentation to the whole church. 

BOARD OF TRUSTEES:  ACTION:  A 
motion prevailed to direct the Trustees to 
meet to address concerns expressed by the 
Clerk. 

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Treasurer 
Gary Willis explained changes that he had 
made on the Condensed report—C-1. In the 
future, the report will show the exact 
amount of money available for mission.  He 
also dropped the summary page.

ACTION:  A Motion that Trustees be in-
structed to obtain suitable proof of insur-
ance from the Calvary Chin Church and 
also waivers of liability was approved. 

CONGREGATIONAL CARE:  Chair  
Joanna Bailey suggested that the Deacons 
become involved in care for members in 
need.  The umbrella is establishing an e-
mail buddy system in which a person with 
a computer passes info about church func-
tions to someone who does not have a com-
puter.  Joanna will look into organizing the 
buddy system.  ACTION:  A motion pre-
vailed that the Steinway be moved from 
the fellowship hall to the parlor upstairs if 
funding can be secured.  The Ash Wednes-
day service will be held on Wednesday, 
February 17. 

MISSION:  Chair Jack Kleier reported 
that a total of $880 was received as a spe-
cial offering to send to Presbyterian Disas-
ter Assistance for disaster relief in Haiti.
